The overall objectives of the Artistic Development Program are threefold:
(1)  to support promising scripts and writers through the development process; (2)  to encourage playwrights to continue to
write for the stage; and (3)  to provide a high-caliber laboratory for the evolution of new theatrical work.

The following are highlights of MTC’s Artistic Development
Program during the 2007-2008 season:

· Presented 19 readings , providing the opportunity to hear the words come to life, as
well as allow MTC’s Artistic Development staff to offer feedback on potential
productions. In 2008-2009, MTC will produce four plays which received readings in
2007-2008: Accent on Youth by Samson Raphaelson, The American Plan by Richard
Greenberg, Back Back Back by Itamar Moses, and To Be Or Not To Be by Nick Whitby.

· Arranged a musical reading  of Romantic Poetry by long time MTC collaborator
John Patrick Shanley. Tony Award® - and Pulitzer Prize® -winning Shanley, the author
of Doubt , wrote the book and lyrics; Henry Krieger, the two-time Tony ® -nominated and
Oscar® -winning composer of Dreamgirls , set the music. Romantic Poetry  made its world
premiere in fall 2008 at New York City Center Stage I.

· For the tenth year, offered the popular Ernst C. Steifel 7@7 Rehearsed Reading
Series , which featured seven new works by established and emerging playwrights on
Monday nights in the spring of 2008. The series featured Shoe Story by Ben Snyder,
Calvin Berger , book, music and lyrics by Barry Wyner, Wisdom by Simon Vinnicombe,
Willing by Amy Herzog, The Imprisonment of the Eye  by Sam Marks, Fake written and
directed by Eric Simonson and Kissing the Floor  by Ellen McLaughlin.

· Commissioned five playwrights under the auspices of the Alfred P. Sloan
Foundation Commissioning Project,  which seeks to develop plays that address
themes of math, science and technology. These commissioned playwrights are Rinne
Groff, Lucy Kirkwood, Hannah Moscovitch, Mark Schultz and Beau Willimon.

· Commissioned emerging playwright Tarell Alvin McCraney through the
support of Time Warner. Mr. McCraney is developing a new work to be considered for
future production on one of MTC’s stages with the guidance and support of the
company’s artistic staff.

· Welcomed Jerry Patch as the new Director of Artistic Development  at MTC.
Mr. Patch previously served as the Co-Artistic Director of San Diego’s The Old Globe and
as the Dramaturg and a member of the longstanding artistic team at Southern
California’s Tony Award ® -winning South Coast Repertory (SCR). At SCR, he
coordinated the development of 150 new plays, including two Pulitzer Prize®  winners
and numerous other Pulitzer ®  finalists.

MTC’s Education Program has five main objectives: (1)  to deepen students’ understanding of themselves and the world through the
medium of theatre; (2)  to help develop a knowledgeable, perceptive new audience for the theatre and for the arts in general; (3)  to
stimulate participants’ imagination, creativity and critical thinking skills through active engagement with challenging new theatre
works; (4)  to improve the ability of classroom teachers to teach the arts and to incorporate arts education into the curriculum; and (5)  to
provide training for early-career theatre management professionals.

· The Core Program  brought 2,134 New York-area high school students  to
performances on MTC’s three stages after intensive classroom preparation;

· Write on the Edge , our playwriting residency program, targeted 440 high school
students , including 100 incarcerated youth ;

· Project InterAct  served 175 students , enabling them to study and attend a play
along with peers from a demographically and geographically disparate partner school;

· The Family Matinee Series  provided preparatory workshops for 307 students  aged
13-19 and their 255 adult guests  prior to their attendance at an MTC matinee;

· Write Now!  served 17 high school  students  through an intensive after-school
playwriting mentoring program under the direction of teaching artist Chris Ceraso;

· TheatreLink , MTC’s acclaimed Internet-based distance learning project, enabled
360  students  from 18 high schools across the United States and in Thessaloniki, Greece
to collaborate in a playwriting and production process;

· Professional Development Workshops  introduced 237 teachers and teaching
artists to techniques for teaching theatre and dramatic literature;

· The Higher Education Initiative  led a partnership with local universities and colleges
to serve 350 undergrads and help 61 pre-service teacher s develop strategies for
incorporating theatre into their curricula;

· The Paul A. Kaplan Theatre Management Program  provided 33 early-career
professionals with on-the-job training in MTC’s artistic and administrative
departments;

· A series of six Subscriber Workshops  gave MTC’s dedicated audience a special insight
into our productions using acting exercises, script analysis and group discussions; and

· AfterWords , a series of nine Saturday post-performance talkbacks, featured outside
experts to discuss issues raised in Friedman productions.

Consolidated Statement of Activities
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Organization:
Manhattan Theatre Club, Inc. and Subsidiary
(“MTC”) consists of Manhattan Theatre Club,
Inc. (a not-for-profit corporation) and its
wholly owned subsidiary MTC Productions,
Inc. (a for-profit corporation).

MTC Productions, Inc.:
Manhattan Theatre Club, Inc.’s subsidiary,
MTC Productions, Inc. had income of $14,375
and total expenses of $8,510 which have been
included in the operating fund.

Tax Status:
MTC was granted tax exempt status under
Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code
and is not classified as a private foundation.

Gifts and Contributions:
Gifts and contributions received without
donor imposed restrictions are recorded as
unrestricted.

Gifts and contributions received with donor
imposed restrictions which stipulate the
period of use or the purpose of the gift are
recorded as temporarily restricted.
Temporarily restricted contributions that
meet donor imposed restrictions within the
fiscal year are treated as unrestricted gifts.

When stipulations related to the passage of
time or purpose of the gifts are satisfied,
temporarily restricted net assets are
classified as unrestricted and reported in the
statement of activities as having satisfied
restrictions.

Gifts and contributions received with donor
imposed restrictions which cannot be
satisfied by the passage of time or any action
by MTC are recorded as permanently
restricted.

Pledges or grants subject to conditions which
have not been met at year-end are not
recorded.

The earnings of permanently restricted
investments have been recorded as
unrestricted investment income unless
restricted by the donor.

Functional Allocation of Expenses:
The costs of providing the various programs
and other activities have been summarized
on a functional basis in the statement of
activities.  Accordingly, certain costs have
been allocated among the programs and
supporting services benefited.  Program
expenses include theatrical and related
activities, occupancy, audience development
and publicity costs.

Net Assets:
Unrestricted net assets consist of the
following board designated funds: Operating
Fund, Extension Fund, Production Transfer
Fund, Named Funds, Plant Fund, Working
Capital/Cash Reserve Fund, Cash Reserve
Fund and Artistic Reserve Fund.

Temporarily restricted net assets consist of
Capital Campaign gifts and other
contributions with donor imposed
restrictions of either purpose or time.  Net
assets restricted to the Capital Campaign are
reclassified as unrestricted when
expenditures related to the Capital Campaign
are incurred.

Permanently restricted net assets consist of
the following donor restricted funds:
Production Reserve Fund, Kaplan Fund,
Lucille Lortel Fund, Jeffcoat Fund, MTC
Endowment Funds and Education
Endowment Fund.

Unconditional Promises to Give:
MTC’s Board of Directors approved a long-term
fund raising plan (“The Capital Campaign”)
to raise funds for the acquisition of a theatre
facility and related costs.

As of June 30, 2008, $28,110,390 was pledged
of which $28,009,298 was received by MTC
prior to the end of the fiscal year.  Amounts
received and pledged have been recorded as
temporarily restricted income since the
objectives of the plan have not yet been
completed.

Biltmore Project:
As the number of MTC subscribers grew
considerably over the past 10 years, the Board
of MTC decided that an expansion of MTC’s
theatre space to serve a larger audience was
required.  After a number of years of
searching, MTC management identified the
derelict, landmarked Biltmore Theatre,
located on 47th Street within the Broadway
theatre district, as an ideal expansion space.
The Biltmore space has allowed MTC to add a
650-seat theatre to the existing spaces at City
Center and permits expansion of the
subscriber base for years to come.

In order to defray the cost of an extensive
renovation, MTC entered into an arrangement
with the commercial real estate developer
that owned the theatre and constructed a
building adjacent to the Biltmore property.  In
New York City, real estate projects may be
permitted additional floors based on public
concessions by the developer which, in this
case, included returning the Biltmore
Theatre to legitimate theatre use.

MTC negotiated the following terms with
Biltmore 47 Associates, the landlord of the
rehabilitated Biltmore property:

The landlord will expend a maximum of $17
million to rehabilitate the premises
according to agreed plans.

MTC is liable for all amounts in excess of $17
million, including amounts to equip the
interior.  The total theatre rehab project cost
approximately $33 million.

During the period running from the effective
date (October 9, 2001) to the date the premises

was granted a certificate of occupancy, MTC’s
liability for rent payments was computed by
reference to any construction expenditures
made by the landlord.  Net rent expense of
$18,981 was incurred and paid for the year
ended June 30, 2008.

MTC has a 10-year lease with a five-year
extension option.  MTC also negotiated the
option to purchase the premises from the
landlord after the fifth anniversary of
occupancy.  On February 22, 2002, MTC paid
$2 million as consideration for the purchase
option.  The purchase price was stated as the
greater of the landlord net expenditures less
$4,650,000 or the appraised value of the
premises at the exercise date less MTC’s
construction expenditures and $2 million.
Failure to exercise the option would result in
the loss of the option payment.  On October 3,
2008, MTC exercised the option and purchased
the theatre.

As of February 20, 2002, MTC, by letter
agreement amending certain provisions of
the lease, may make deposits to an interest-
bearing account in a New York bank which
would serve as security for repayment of
loans made by said bank to the landlord.  At
June 30, 2008 MTC had $24,538,226 on deposit
at one bank.  The landlord was required to
make payments to MTC offsetting fixed rents
based on the amount deposited by MTC.  Upon
the release of the deposits as security, it was
intended that these deposits would be applied
to the purchase of the premises when the
option was exercised.  Deposits not used for the
above purposes would be refunded to MTC.  In
December 2005, MTC obtained a loan in the
amount of $4,650,000 in order to increase
these deposits, thus decreasing the amount of
rent due to the landlord. The letter agreement
also provides that, subject to donors’
requirements, contributions to MTC’s capital
campaign be used for costs connected to the
lease, the rehabilitation, deposits mentioned
above, fundraising expenses, or reserves for
the operation and maintenance of the theatre.
The $4,650,000 loan was paid off on October 3,
2008, when MTC purchased the Biltmore.

On June 4, 2008, MTC entered into a contract
for the naming rights to the Biltmore Theatre
and several spaces within the theatre.  The
agreement was contingent upon MTC’s
purchase of the Biltmore Theatre which took
place on October 3, 2008.  Therefore, the entire
agreed-upon amount was recorded as revenue
on October 3, 2008.  Pursuant to this contract,
the Biltmore Theatre has been renamed the
Samuel J. Friedman Theatre.
